Project Design is Complete (Spring 2006), In Construction Phase
Project Description: Marshall Engineering Corporation (MEC) provided Mechanical, Electrical, Plumbing design and engineering for 82,000-sq. ft. building complex housing classrooms, laboratories, conference rooms, auditorium, and offices. Project expected completion Summer 2007.

Project Relevance:  The New School of Public Affairs at Texas Southern University contains many design elements that are applicable to most scheduled projects at Universities.  This building is an 82,000-sq. ft. complex that houses classrooms, meeting rooms, offices, laboratories, and auditoriums.  The building contains 4-stories which required a masterplan and programming with the university to develop the appropriate type of facility that best met the universities needs.
